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According to the note 16/DGC/2009 dated February 16th 2009 of 
the Bank of Algeria and in accordance with the Algerian law 
2004-04  and decrees and orders related to conformity of 
imported products, Bureau Veritas issues the Certificate of 
Conformity (or “Certificate of Quality Control of goods” as named 
in the note of the Bank of Algeria) required for exports to Algeria.

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COUNTRY OF EXPORT

1. Request for verification

The Exporter lodges a request for verification with Bureau Veritas. 

This request should include :

1.The list and designation of goods intended to be exported, name and address of 
the importer and exporter (pro forma invoice, Letter of Credit…)

2.Conformity documents that may be available for the goods intended to be exported, 
such as:

• Third party certificate according to safety/hygiene standards

• Test reports / Reports of analysis

• Certificates related to the management of the quality/safety system
(ISO 22000, ISO/TS 16949, ISO 13485…)

3.The name of the port of discharge in Algeria (if known at the time of the request)

4.Information related to the location and provisional date of availability of goods to 
carry out the physical inspection of goods before shipment.

2. Documentary verification

Bureau Veritas reviews the information provided by the exporter and checks the adequacy 
against the Algerian regulatory requirements related to conformity of imported products. 
Where necessary, samples are taken and laboratory testing/analysis is carried out.

3. Physical inspection

The objective of the inspection is to check that :
• Goods presented for inspection are the ones identified during the documentary 

review,
• Products comply with applicable regulatory requirements,
• Goods match the description in the import documents. 

In case of doubt, Bureau Veritas inspector may take samples for additional assessment.

4. Certificate of Conformity / Quality control

Bureau Veritas verifies the inspection report against the provided documents. Upon 
satisfactory result, the secured certificate of conformity is issued.

This certificate is given by the exporter to the Bank for the payment of the letter of credit or 
cash against document (if any). The exporter provides the duplicate to the importer for the 
clearance of the goods.

When major non conformities are detected, a non conformity report is issued. 
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
